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Reverend Edward Marshall’s Academy at Partridge Close

Rev Marshall ran a private school at Partridge Close in the early 1800s, and appears to have
succeeded in adequately preparing at least some of his pupils for University education (one exampie
is Mr D C Balleny Esq of Greencroft Hall whose early education at Partridge Close academy was
mentioned in his obituary)."

The Academy appears to have provided Rev Marshall with a dual — or at least supplementary —
income since he was also one of the incumbents of Satley Church. He was nominated curate by Rev.
Joseph Walker, Perpetual Curate of Lanchester and was licensed 17" April 1805 (at the age of about
25) and died suddenly at Patrick’s Close House, Satley on 21* Aprit 1820, aged 40 years. He is buried
in the old churchyard of Satley, on the south side of the Church, in a ‘nameless grave",

Probate records for Rev Marshall are available to view at Durham University Library, details
as follows:

Revd Marshall left a wife, Ann , whom he had married at Lanchester All Saints on 2" March 1813,
and four young children:

Mary (born 1813); lames {1815); George (1817) and Sarah Jane (1819).

Soon after Revd Marshall’s death, the Rev Joseph Walker, Perpetual Curate of Lanchester,
nominated Rev Peter lonn to the two perpetual curacies of Esh and S,atle\(3 Rev lonn himself died
only a year or so later, in May 1821 and was buried at Wolsingham.

It is not immediately clear what befeil Rev Marshail’s family, or the Academy, immediately after his
death, but the 1841 census return shows Mrs Marshall, then aged 45, living at Wwitton Gilbert,
perhaps with family since, certainly at the time of her marriage 28 years earlier had jived in the
Edmondsley area.

In 1846, the le Courant® ised the sale of idge Close, as foliows:

“all that Messuages and Premises called Patrick’s Close, late the property of the Reverend Edward
Marshall, deceased, situate in the parish of Lanchester in the County of Durham, together with
several closes or parcels of Freehold and Copyhold land adjoining thereto containing 51acres of
thereabouts. And also a Water Corn Mill, with a plentiful supply of water. The premises are in the
respective possessions of Mr John Ridley and Mr William Elliott, as yearly tenants. The House was
